Route Mate Installation Instructions

1. Download routemate.zip and extract to a suitable temporary location (e.g. C:\routemateinstall)


2. Download adb.zip (Android Debug Bridge) from http://code.google.com/p/azilink/downloads/detail?name=adb.zip (3.8 kB)

Alternatively, download the Google Android SDK from http://developer.android.com/sdk/ (~250MB)


Both these packages contain windows USB drivers and the ADB tool, which is used to install applications and interface with the device.

Extract to the same location (e.g. C:\routemateinstall)

3. Connect the Android phone to your computer using the USB cable.

The USB drivers will located in their platform specific folder “x86” (for standard PCs) or “amd64” (for 64 bit machines); or, if you downloaded the Android SDK, <sdk>\usb_driver\i386 or amd64)

The USB driver can be downloaded on its own from http://dl.google.com/android/android_usb_windows.zip

If this is a fresh driver installation, use the Hardware Wizard to locate the USB driver appropriate to your hardware 

If this is a reinstallation, use “Device manager” to update the Android / ADB device driver.

After installing the driver you should see “ADB Interface” in Windows Device Manager.

4. On the phone, go to Settings > Applications and enable “Unknown sources”.


5. Install the APK using ADB. First, you need to use the command shell:

Go to Start > Run...
Type “cmd” & return

In the new the command shell, assuming the example location used above, type:
> cd C:\routemateinstall
If you downloaded adb.zip, use:
> adb install Route Mate.apk
If you downloaded the SDK, use
> <path_to_sdk>\tools\adb install Route Mate.apk

Invoking adb on its own will print a list of available commands.
